Exception: A Provider who has been implementing a sampling process for certifying homes in a specific metropolitan area under the EPA's Energy Star for Homes program as of January 1, 2007 will be allowed a one time exception to 604.1.5 for that metropolitan area.”

III. INSURANCE REQUIREMENT

2) Labeling of Homes (603.4).  Every home plan within a given sample set shall be assigned the same HERS Index as determined by the threshold specification for that floor plan.  In addition each home has to have a label disclosing sampling attached to the electrical panel.
3) Sample Set of Homes (603.5).  Sampling controls may be applied to any sample set of homes within the same subdivision or metropolitan area and climate zone (as specified in the most current edition of the IECC).

4) Sampling Controls (603.7)  Field inspections and tracking of all homes in the sample set for verifying threshold technical specifications (603.7). 
5) Procedures for tracking initial failures, additional failures, multiple additional failures and re-inspections (603.7 and 603.8).
6) Procedures for exception for a builder conducting a “root-cause analysis” under 603.8.3.
7) Blower Door Testing completed for sample sets in which the threshold specifications include credit for reduced air infiltration lower than the default value (604.4.5.3.2).
8) Duct testing completed for sample sets in which the threshold specifications include credit for reduced air distribution system leakage lower than the default value (604.4.5.3.3).
9) Sampling Inspector discipline procedures that include progressive discipline involving Probation - Suspension – Termination (604.4.5.3.4).
