We have discussed this as a leadership team, our concern is that adding a step in recertification beyond the typical requirements can be a significant cost. For example, we need to account for the cost of the training itself, employee personnel time, overtime for those covering their work, external testing / simulation fees, and the administration and quality assurance reporting burden that this adds to provides.
We are not in a landscape of the market to absorb this cost.  Additionally, this cost comes at little to no benefit for those who are already performing their daily job functions.  
The expectation with training simulations is to prepare someone for an actual situation with a simulated scenario.  Those that are doing continuing education at a 3 year interval have already been performing their job functions for 2-3 years and do not need to simulate as if they were going to work.  They are already operators.
Our hope is that this can be removed for existing personnel and be placed as a requirement for new rating professionals entering the industry.
Alternatively, in an effort to provide flexibility to Rating Providers, if someone would like to utilize the RESNET Practical Simulation as a means of recertification, and they would find value in utilizing this for their rating professionals, then it could be optional.
